Start talking. Find a conversation starter for your group.

Read Galatians 6:7. What seeds are you planting right now? How might those seeds impact generations to come?
Pastor Craig said: We can’t force our children to love God, but we can expose them to the people and experiences that increase the likelihood of spiritual growth. How have you seen this truth play out in your own life? 
Start sharing. Choose a question to create openness.
Share about a time when someone helped you get to know God better. What did they say or do that made an impact? 
Think of someone in your life who is younger than you. What are some ways you could intentionally invest in that person this week? 
Start praying. Be bold and pray with power. 
Dear God, thank You for being a Father to us, and leading us to become more like Your Son every day. Please show us how we might lead younger generations to get to know You better by how we live and how we love. In Jesus’ name, amen. 
Start doing. Commit to a step and live it out this week.
